
RESOLUTION  NO. 2007-

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA OPPOSING THE PROPOSED CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT(S) ON THE JANUARY 29, 2008 BALLOT AND THE HOUSE BILL 1B LEGISLATION PREVENTING LOCAL GOVERNMENTS’ CONSTITUTIONAL PREROGATIVE TO LEVY UP TO TEN (10) MILLS
WHEREAS, the Proposed Constitutional Amendments on the ballot for January 29, 2008 suffer from three (3) serious constitutional infirmities:
First, the constitutional amendment(s) are improperly scheduled for vote during a special election on January 29, 2008, even though the Florida Constitution requires more than one change or amendment to the Constitution to be held at a general election, since the Proposed Constitutional Amendment(s) include more than a "single amendment or revision" to the Constitution; and,
Second, the Proposed Constitutional Amendment(s) contain a highly misleading ballot statement that fails to inform the voter of the phasing out and ultimate elimination of the Save-Our-Homes protection adopted by the voters of Florida in 1992 (which limits increases in the taxable value of homesteaded properties to the lower of 3% or the change in the Consumer Price Index); and,
Third, the ballot statement falsely suggests that, under the Proposed Constitutional Amendment(s), there would be a minimum homestead exemption of $50,000 for "everyone" when, in fact, those property owners who refuse to relinquish their Save-Our-Homes protection would continue to have only a $25,000 homestead exemption.
WHEREAS, House Bill 1B restricts local millage rates in direct violation of the right and ability of local governments to levy ad valorem property taxes up to ten (10) mills under Article VII, Section 9 of the Florida Constitution, and is therefore unconstitutional.
