Ordinance No. 2007-__

An ordinance of the city of Hallandale beach, Florida, amending the city code of ordinances, chapter 2, ADMINISTRATION, Article IIi “BOARDS, COMMITTEES, DISTRICTS AND AUTHORITIES,” SECTION 2-74 “Election of officers” and section 2-75 “Excessive absences of board members”; PROVIDING FOR CONFLICTS; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; AND PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE


WHEREAS, it is in the best interest of the City to amend sections 2-74 and 2-75 in order to provide elections of officers in conjunction with City Commission elections and for attendance of members and alternate board members at all board meetings to ensure that all members are informed of the items before the board for recommendation to the City Commission; and

WHEREAS, the Commission desires for the election of officers to be handled through administrative policy and for removal of board member and alternate members for excessive absences be automatic.  

Now therefore, be it ordained by the city commission of the city of Hallandale beach, Florida: 

Section 1. 
Chapter 2 Administration, Article III Boards, Committees, Districts and Authorities, Division I Generally, Section 2-74 Election of Officers of the City of Hallandale Beach Code of Ordinances, shall be amended to read as follows:
Sec. 2-74. Election of officers.

All boards, authorities and agencies of the city shall regularly hold an open or closed ballot election for the selection of a chairman and vice-chairman no later than June of the year in which municipal elections are held to be held in accordance with administrative policy.

Section 2. 
Chapter 2 Administration, Article III Boards, Committees, Districts and Authorities, Division I Generally, Section 2-75 Excessive Absences of Board Members Attendance of Board Members and Alternate Board Member of the City of Hallandale Beach Code of Ordinances, shall be amended to read as follows:
Sec. 2-75 Excessive Absences of Board Members. Attendance of Board Members and Alternate Board Members. 
An attendance record of each scheduled board meeting shall be kept.   Every board member, including alternate board member of boards acting in a quasi-judicial capacity, is to attend all board meetings. If any board member or alternate board member of quasi-judicial boards shall miss three unexcused consecutive meetings or four unexcused meetings in one calendar year, the chair or vice chair of the board shall report such unexcused absences to the Ccity clerk, and the Commission will be notified of the removal so the Commission can select a new appointment. who shall in turn report to the city commission. The board member may be removed and the city commissioner assigned the appointment may place a new appointment on the agenda.  The Ccity clerk shall send a letter advising the member of their removal.

Section 3.
That all ordinances or parts of ordinances and all resolutions or parts of resolutions in conflict with this Ordinance are repealed to the extent of such conflict.

Section 4.
That if any section, clause, sentence or phrase of this Ordinance is for any reason held invalid or unconstitutional by a court of competent jurisdiction, the holding shall not affect the validity of the remaining portions of this Ordinance.

Section 5.
That this Ordinance shall be in force and take effect immediately upon its passage and adoption.
