Hi Christy,

As you are aware, we’ve been working with Kim concerning amending the note on the Wertheimer
Plat. Kim’s client wants to build church use in lieu of the garden apartments allowed on the plat note.
Unfortunately, the note is not lot specific (except for Lot 3) therefore the development rights belong to
all the remaining property owners. In addition, one of the requirements for a note amendment is
documentation showing the existing uses on the plat. The note restriction on Wertheimer is very
specific concerning the amount the restaurant, fast food restaurants and general commercial allowed on
the plat. Through Kim’s research, we’ve discovered that some of the uses have exceeded the square
footage in their allowed category. For example, the general commercial use, which built 16,268 square
feet, exceeded the allowed square footage on the note restriction (15,000 square feet) and the fast food
restaurants, which built 4,537 square feet, exceeded the allowed square footage on the note {4,000
square feet). Therefore, instead of the County sending violation letters to the property owners of these
parcels, there is enough square footage on the existing plat note to accommodate their development if
we just drop all the qualifying language. Therefore, the County proposes to change this portion of the
note to read “33,000 square feet of commercial use” that way we fix the problems stated above and give
all commercial uses (except for Lot 3) more development flexibility.

Concerning property owner notification, the County has no requirement for the property owners to be
notified until after the note amendment is approved by the County Commission. The approval is subject
to the applicant (Kim’s client) executing a standard note amendment and recording it in the public
record. The County Attorney has a procedure which allows Kim’s client to notify all property owners
and mortgagees of the plat (except for Lot 3 which is not being affected) of the change in the note
restriction. While it would be nice if all property owners and mortgagees executed the note amendment,
it is not required as long as they are noticed, However, the bottom line is that the note amendment will
give all property owners more flexibility and in fact solves some violations and therefore nobody should
object.

If the City wishes some property owner notification, that is the City’s right, however it is not a County
requirement at this point.
