RESOLUTION 2008 - 

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, SUPPORTING SENATE BILL SB816 PROPOSED BY FLORIDA SENATOR MIKE BENNETT; CREATING AN ACT RELATING TO UNIFORM TRAFFIC CONTROL; CREATING THE “MARK WANDALL TRAFFIC SAFETY ACT”

WHEREAS, nationwide each year over 80,000 people are injured, and approximately 1,000 people are killed, in motor vehicle collisions resulting from a motor vehicle driver running a red light signal; and
WHEREAS, 
the City of Hallandale Beach supports Senate Bill SB816 as proposed by Florida State Senator Mike Bennett which creates an act relating to Uniform Traffic Control and Creates the “Mark Wandall Traffic Safety Act” authorizing traffic monitoring by camera of motorists who run red lights and the resulting issuance of tickets; and 

 
WHEREAS,
passenger injuries occur in more than forty (40%) of all motor vehicle collisions arising out of motor vehicle driver violating the red light traffic signal and other traffic laws; and 

WHEREAS, 
the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration recognizes the act of violating a red light signal as the most dangerous form of aggressive driving; and 

WHEREAS, the City of Hallandale Beach supports the Senate Bill SB816 as proposed by Senator Bennett in deterring traffic injuries and fatalities on Highways and Roads.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA:


SECTION 1.
That the City Commission of the City of Hallandale Beach supports Senate Bill SB816 as proposed by State Senator Mike Bennett creating an act relating to Uniform Traffic Control and creating the “Mark Wandall Traffic Safety Act.”

SECTION 2:
That the City urges the Florida Legislature to pass proposed Senate Bill 816.
